While
we are just getting acquainted with your program that is providing two free computers with free
Internet access to two of the students in our Education Plus Program, we are thrilled with the
difference the computers are making in both student’s efforts to be successful college students.

Education Plus serves students who are diagnosed with a mental illness and ‘are going to college
as part of their recovery plan. Most of them are living on an extremely tight budget. They are
trying to finance college while in most cases living on Social Security disability payments or
other limited sources of income. Yet the ability to use a computer is an expected part of a
college education. Professors e-mail assignments and require papers to be completed on a
computer, and academic research is now largely done online. Our students are doing quite well
in college, and in fact have a higher grade point average than non-disabled students. Several
Education Plus students are members of Phi Theta Kappa—the two-year college academic honor
society. But lack of a computer can seriously interfere with their college progress.

The students to whom you are giving the computers are registered to take a computer course
offered by the Mayor’s Commission on Technology in order to be successful when they return to
college next semester. Of course, the students need a computer on which to practice the skills
they are learning. We very much appreciate your offer to provide two students with computers,
and the students are ecstatic.

We will undoubtedly have other consumers who will want to participate in one of your programs
to obtain a computer, and now that we know what you have to offer, we will publicize your
resources throughout Horizon House and list you as a donor in our external newsletters and
Annual Reports. You are truly making a difference in keeping the technological divide from
widening.
