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School Description and Philosophy


St. Veronica School is a Catholic, inner city elementary school.  Students from kindergarten through eighth grade attend daily for instruction in their Catholic faith and for an outstanding academic education.  The school has been in existence since 1894 when it was staffed by the Sisters of the Holy Child of Jesus.  In 1904 the Sisters, Servants of the Immaculate Heart of Mary took over the work of education and administration in St. Veronica School, and have faithfully served here for 100 years.


The school population has changed over the years in response to the changing Philadelphia neighborhoods.  Originally our student population was predominantly Irish and German, providing an outreach to the immigrants in the city at that time.  Now the school serves a predominantly Hispanic population with a small percentage of Asian and Black students.  Our primary aim is to provide all students a thorough and competitive education in an environment of loving acceptance and respectful interaction.
